A Break for Ukrainian Young People

Not Christmas just yet! No, but in our area Christmas helping-hand plans started as early as last July for some young
people living in Ukraine.

You might remember Judith Palfreman in Little Chalfont and the help we gave some time ago, via her contacts, to
people in Syria. From the very beginning of the Russian invasion she has also been hosting a refugee, Alina Fursa.

She says that Alina, together with other refugees in Chorleywood and its local community are fundraising to bring
over 30 Ukrainian young people and children in December 'to give them a treat and a break from their very tough
circumstances. All of them have lost at least one and possibly both parents.

The hope is to give them a taste of Christmas away for two weeks from the stress of war.

So Alina, her local friends and others in the UK are fundraising for a Children's Rehabilitation Camp, to make this pos-
sible.
