What is Armed Forces Day?

Armed Forces Day (AFD) is an annual opportunity for the UK public to
celebrate the work of our Armed Forces. Saturday 27 June 2020 will be the Zat B . A
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What is different this year?

As many events have been cancelled due to the coronavirus outbreak, AFD will be celebrated
virtually on the 27 June on AFD social channels with the public encouraged to show their support
from their homes. Stakeholders may wish to also mark the event virtually using their preferred online
channels.

This year, we will use the week leading up to AFD (w/c 22 June), often referred to as ‘Armed Forces
Week’, to highlight different elements of the military via themed days:

1. AFD is an opportunity for the whole nation to celebrate the Armed Forces community and to
recognise the work they do to protect the UK and her interests both at home and overseas.
