Alongside them are rows of the 
so-called guinea graves.  They enabled poorer 
people to provide a decent burial for their loved 
one in a communal plot with a shared headstone.  
The cost of one guinea included an inscription of 
up to 36 letters and some of the graves are 
inscribed with as many as 46 names   Come and 
learn about the cemetery's history, and some of 
the people buried there.
