A 'saint' is someone whose life shows us how to 
follow Jesus and there are all kinds of saints – teachers, artists, scientists, social 
reformers, troublemakers, writers, and many more.  All Souls’ Day, 2nd November, 
is the traditional time to remember, with thanksgiving, our loved ones who have 
died.
