You'll also need to bring
a packed lunch for the outward journey (or money to buy food).

Accommodation at Taizé will be camping. You'll also need a good tent,
appropriate clothing for camping, a passport and a Bible. Bear in mind
that the weather may well be very hot in August but can also rain, so bring
waterproofs! All meals are provided.

Please let us know if cost or access to camping equipment is a barrier to you
coming. There will be an opportunity to connect with others in the group
before going.
