This section gives guidance on the usage of the Transforming 
Church, Transforming Lives logo and visual assets so that it is both 
legible and easily recognisable. These guides also help ensure 
consistency for all the vision’s communications.
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logo
the existing diocese logo has been reworked 
to incorporate the diocesan vision title 
Transforming Church; Transforming Lives.

The diocese logo should be used on all 
communications from an originally sourced 
logo file provided. Do not recreate or redraw 
the logo.

minimum sizing 
For the sake of legibility, the logo should not 
be used or reproduced  any smaller than the 
minimum size (10mm high).

Where the logo needs to be produced at 
a smaller size, the ‘transforming church, 
Transforming lives’ type may be omitted,  
but in all other instances, the type should  
be included.

exclusion zone
The purpose of the exclusion zone is to keep 
it free from the confusion that other elements 
might cause. No graphic element other than 
background colour may be placed inside the 
exclusion zone around the logo area (grey 
dotted line), which is equal to the height of the 
C of E roundel element of the logo.

Exclusion zone

The existing diocese logo has been 
reworked to incorporate the diocesan 
vision title Transforming Church; 
Transforming Lives.

Use TCTL Diocese logo on all 
communications except if the TCTL vision 
sapling is present and then you can either 
use a smaller Diocese logo without the 
TCTL or depending on the design only use 
the TCTL sapling.

Minimum Sizing
For the sake of legibility, the logo should not 
be used or reproduced any smaller than the
minimum size (10mm high).

Where the logo needs to be produced at 
a smaller size, the ‘Transforming church, 
Transforming lives’ type may be omitted, 
but in all other instances, the type should be 
included apart from when the TCTL sapling 
logo is present.

Exclusion Zone
The purpose of the exclusion zone is to 
keep it free from the confusion that other 
elements might cause. No graphic element 
other than background colour may be 
placed inside the exclusion zone around the 
logo area (grey dotted line), which is equal 
to the height of the C of E roundel element 
of the logo.

Typography & Imagery
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typography 
& imagery
the vision’s most recognisable visual marker is 
it’s use of typography where transformation is 
demonstrated through the use of the ‘ing’ motif.

Using the existing diocese typeface, strong 
typographic titles separate out the verb 
(develop) to show the journey from the 
affirmative call to action to the process of 
participation (developing).

Titles may be set in Nexa Bold and in 
lowercase, using the extended palette with 
the ‘ing’ highlighted by a 50% tint as shown 
in the examples. Nexa Light may be used for 
subtitles or body text.

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Social accents are to be used to add 
personality where appropriate. Do not 
obstruct text, faces or image details with 
these accents. Use them in the corners of 
posts or when highlighting words.
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
