From foodbahk

It's May at the Foodbank.

Donations of food are, remarkably,

still holding up (most other foodbanks S
report that inflation is cutting into their dona‘clons) bu‘c demand f"or our services is
at 3 record high level of more than 150 families (300 adults and children) a week.

Importantly, financial donations allow the gap between donations and the need of
almost a tonne of food a week to be closed. And, fortunately, Morrison’s allow bulk
online orders that are delivered by pallet. This has allowed the Foodbank to serve
almost 7,000 families (about 9,000 adults and 5,000 children) in the last 12
months — more than a 50% increase on the previous year. Nationwide Trussell Trust
foodbanks (by no means the only foodbanks
around) served almost 3 million people in the
same period.

Despite the higher traffic it’s still the case that citizens Wirral

we see most clients once or twice as the (now

advice

3) Citizen's Advice Bureau agents who provide

the Foodbank Plus service help clients back to
normal by dealing with the one off hurdles that

plunge them from stability.

The link up with Wirral Mind to give clients mental tools to
deal with the anxiety and stress they

face is also paying dividends and
recently the national Citizen’s Advice . .
and Mind organisations have linked Wl rra |~

up to design a collaborative service of
the kind provided by both of them separately through Wirral Foodbank.

The service will be piloted in Wirral and three other locations around the country in
preparation for a country-wide roll out by CAB and Mind.

An increasingly typical client is a family where the loss of a fOOd b k

job is causing a crisis. The clients are always confident that

they will be back in work very soon, but for the few weeks that it takes to

find their next job the sum of their bills is impossible to meet. It's food, rent and
energy price inflation that drive this. Some have been foodbank donors in the past.
Almost all have struggled with having to visit us. All are happy that they did and
immensely grateful that their neighbours in this area have helped them out. We
sometimes say that, like the Foodbank, no one wants to have to call the Fire Brigade,
but we're all relieved (although this seems like too mundane a word) that we can.

We can only continue to meet this need through your ongoing generosity. The local
Foodbanks’ websites have shopping lists detailing items of greatest need. Donations
of food can be made at most large supermarkets or financial donations can be made
through the websites. Your support is needed more than ever before.

BURTON MERE WETLANDS
Spring Into Summer . . .

Spring has not disappointed! We have had some
fantastic rarities so far like these mouthfuls;
Long-Billed Dowitcher, Gull-Billed Tern, Black-
Winged Stilt and then the slightly easier to
remember Black Tern and Savi's Warbler.

The good Spring weather has also meant the nesting
Lapwing and Redshank are doing well so far, with
half grown chicks running around the wet grassland
area. The first Avocet chicks have hatched and more
pairs are still sitting on eggs on the reserve.

Speaking of chicks, our heronry has been causing a
stir with the visitors. The Grey Heron chicks have
been fledging, Little Egrets have been making their
fantastic bubbling noises, often described as a
Turkey farmin the trees. Great White Egrets are
hopefully nesting again although we are yet to see
any sign of them. There have been regular sightings
of Spoonbill with occasional reports of Cattle Egret.

Another highlight for the breeding season has been
our Marsh Harriers nesting again in the reedbed at
Burton Mere Wetlands. They now have chicks in two Black Tern
nests with a single male working hard to bring food
in. You can often catch great views of the male doing
food passes to the females from the Marsh Covert

hide and the Reedbed screen. The male has quite Pz W
pale underwings with dark ends to the wing, not to )
be confused with the striking markings of the male /

/

Hen Harrier, which we only get in the autumn and
winter months.

The warden team have been slogging away at the
Welsh part of our reserve, Point of Ayr, working
tirelessly installing fencing and facilities to protect
and manage the Little Tern colony that is slowly
coming in at the moment. arey Heron

As we move towards summer our visitors have been
reporting an array of butterflies, dragonflies and
damselflies adorning the reserve like aerial jewels.
We have already been spoilt with the fantastic
display of bluebells which carpeted both Gorse
Covert Woodland and Burton Point. Other
spectacles to look forward to are the five different
orchids we get from June onwards.

Our Black-headed Gulls have sadly been hit hard this
spring by what we suspect is Avian Flu. We now had
this confirmed on the reserve and their numbers
have plummeted since coming back for the breeding
season. Some may not realise, but the Black-headed
Gulls can act as an important early predator warning
system. The gulls will normally be the first to alert
other birds of predators like Peregrine on the hunt or
ground predators in the area.

We will hold a Binoculars and Telescopes Open Day
on 22 and 23 July, which should be another
successful event. We hope the café will be up and
running by July but in the mean time we still have a
great range of sandwiches, pastries, hot and cold
drinks, snacks, and ice creams for sale in the Visitor
Centre.

As always, our reserve is a hive of activity at this time
of year with a huge array of wildlife to see. If you're in
need of some mindfulness, it's a stunning location to
simply have a wander or have a quiet moment to
yourself. Don't forget, the RSPB want every single
person to feel welcome to our reserves no matter
what your knowledge or interest is in the natural
world.

Ih the Garden
with Flori Bunda
Summertime!

The garden at last became a blaze of
colour.

The early Spring flowers gave way to
tulips, lily of the valley, grape
hyacinths, blue, pink and white bells,
the latter having survived three
removals.

Peeping through in many places in the
garden were native primrose and
violets. It is such a wonderful time of
the year with new growth everywhere,
especially in
unexpected places.

The white camellia
did not flower but
the pale pink and
crimson camellias
did. Lady Macon
was another failure.

The rhododendrons
at the time of writing are lovely, pink,
scarlet and crimson. Some ericaceous
compost was placed under same and
kept well-watered.

The roses are only just beginning to
bud and the hydrangea are looking
healthy.

Self-seeded aquilegias seem to appear
in every corner of the garden.

Germination was wonderful this year
- masses of seedlings requiring to be
“pricked out’. So, space in the
greenhouse is in short supply. Many
hours are spent in that location and
many pots will be filled with
larkspur, poppies, cosmos, Sea of
Pink (their blooms of mystery eagerly
awaited).

The pansies were slow to germinate
following their removal to the garage
windowsill. However, as usual, not
all plants mature. A lovely purple
lupin became covered in white fly
and despite our efforts to keep it
alive, it did not survive.

Many birds frequent the garden.
Doves, blackbirds, blue, great and
long-tailed tits, green/ goldfinches,
Jenny Wren and Robbie/Rosemary
Robin. The bird boxes did not have
any tenants this time.

Tasks to be getting on with:

Keep pots and tubs well-watered.

Dead head spent flower heads.
e Remove weeds.

e Tie up sweet peas (mine have
struggled to grow on).

After all the hard work;
find time to-relax and

enjoy the garden !
