Several years ago we spent four months travelling 

around, while Jim was visiting various universities.  

While we were there, we never knew what sort of TV we would have, and so 

became great fans of PBS (Public Service Broadcasting), a non-profit organisation 

that is free to view. PBS provides programming in cultural, educational, scientific 

programmes, and in news and public affairs. Ours sons and I became addicted to 

“Mr. Roger’s Neighborhood” and Jim and I enjoyed the balanced news programmes.  

So I often watch PBS news, and a couple of weeks ago I was watching when I heard 

the following: "all things counter, original, spare, strange."

Landscape plotted and pieced—fold, fallow, and plough; 

And all trades, their gear and tackle and trim.

Whatever is fickle, freckled (who knows how?) 

With swift, slow; sweet, sour; adazzle, dim; 

He fathers-forth whose beauty is past change: 

Praise him. 
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The programme was discussing “What the world looks like when humanity stays 

home” and referred back to the horrors of the pandemic, when there seemed to be 

a strange beauty in the world around us. 

Pied Beauty calls believers to praise God for all the strange beauty in the world. Not 

just the obviously beautiful things, but beauty that is unconventional, rare, and 

even contrary — the shadowy, dappled, mottled, pied or variegated, fickle 

(changeable), fallow and at rest, things sour as well as sweet, things dim as well as 

dazzling, that which is slow and not just fast. 

This past week I’ve driven through a frightening downpour, but as I was driving the 

sun came out and I was startled by the beauty of the raindrops as they came 

towards the car. It was truly breathtaking and something I’d never experienced 

before. It can be surprising where we can find beauty, catching a glimpse of a 

sunset through a bedroom window, watching the fledglings being fed on a 

neighbours roof, I could go on. May we all, when we see the beauty of creation, 

however strange, remember to stop and give thanks to our amazing God.
